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chemical control measures have been first attempted and been ineffective
in reducing pests. Only using spot treatments when applications of
pesticides are necessary. All of these measures will serve to further
reduce potential impacts to avian populations.

Soils

3.6.1 Existing Conditions

A detailed mapping of the soils on the assemblage on and around where development is
proposed was prepared by an LA Group certified soil scientist. Figures 3-6 and 3-7,
“Soils Map-Eastern Portion”, and “Soils Map — Western Portion”, illustrate this mapping.
